			Depending on the publication, some articles can be viewed in ArticleView mode for easier reading.

			As you turn pages, ArticleView appears at the top of pages that include one or more articles that are available in ArticleView mode. 

			Tap on ArticleView to open the article, or, if multiple articles are available, a list is presented so you can select the article you want to view.

			With the text version of an article open, you can:

			• Finger-slide vertically to view the entire text article.

			• Tap on the screen to display menu options:
~ tap content to access Table of Contents and list of Bookmarks 
~ tap text to access options for selecting margin & line spacing, font size, and background color
~ tap brightness to adjust screen brightness

			• Finger-slide horizontally to switch to next or previous article.

			• Tap ‘x’ in upper right corner to close and return to graphic view mode

			• Press [image: hard button back.jpg] to return to the Library.

			Resync with your Barnes & Noble Account

			When you resync the device with your online Barnes & Noble account, the B&N Library is updated from your online account. Also, during a resync, the magazine’s “last page read” location is saved in your online account, allowing you to download the magazine in other devices and open it to the same page you ended when viewing in this device.

			Your “last page read” location is automatically synced with your online B&N account if you are connected to a Wi-Fi network when you press [image: hard button back.jpg] to exit the DRP Reader.

			To manually force a resync with your online B&N account, in the B&N Library screen, tap [image: re_sync_icon.png]. 

			MY LIBRARY

			The My Library displays all media that you have downloaded directly from Barnes & Noble, transferred from Adobe Digital Editions, downloaded from your web browser, saved email attachments, or copied into the device from your computer (see the “Connect to Computer” section).

			If you have a SD card inserted with media files stored in a folder titled \eBooks, those media files are also displayed in My Library.

			1. Tap the Barnes & Noble [image: NOOK Icon.png] application icon [image: arrow.jpg] My Library tab.

			2. The media you have downloaded or copied into the device from your computer or SD card is displayed. Scroll the screen vertically to access all media.

			3. You can sort the media by tapping the icon in the upper right corner of the screen, and then select the desired sort option:

			Authorize the device with ADE

			1. After registering and installing the ADE software, enter your Adobe account login information to activate your computer with the software.

			2. The ADE program opens.

			3. Connect the device to your computer using the USB cable (see the “Connect to Computer” section).

			4. ADE detects the device and displays the Device Setup Assistant.

			5. Click Authorize Device [image: arrow.jpg] click Finished.

			After you authorize the device, it appears as a device in ADE titled PD_Universe.

			Download eBooks into ADE

			There are many resources for downloading free and purchased eBooks into ADE, including borrowed eBooks from public libraries.

			Adobe has a Sample eBook Library which is a good place to start downloading eBooks to see how ADE works: www.adobe.com/products/digitaleditions/library.

			Click on the Download button on an eBook listing, and when prompted to Open or Save, click Open.

			The eBook automatically downloads and opens in the ADE program.

			Transfer eBooks from ADE into the device

			1. Drag and drop the eBooks from the ADE collection into the device (PD_Universe).

			2. Tap Turn off USB storage and wait for the Android™ icon to change color [image: arrow.jpg] disconnect the USB cable.

			3. The My Library refreshes and the ADE transferred eBooks are displayed.

			4. Tap on the eBook to open it.

			Delete Adobe eBooks from the device

			1. Launch the Adobe Digital Editions program on your computer. 

			2. Connect the device to your computer via USB cable (see the “Connect to Computer” section). 

			3. Click on PD_Universe to display the eBooks in the Library window. 

			4. Cursor over the eBook you want to delete, click the upper left corner arrow to display the Item Options. 

			5. Click Delete Item from the drop down list.

			Borrowing eBooks from Public Libraries

			Many public libraries offer ebooks and other electronic media for download via internet resources, allowing library card holders to “borrow” items for a specified time limit. Borrowed items are typically equipped with an automatic expiration feature that disables access after the due date. Check your local city or county public library website for additional information on borrowing available ebooks.

			Although each county or city website will likely be different, public library sites typically offer a link that connects to a global digital distribution site (for example, Overdrive.com). You may encounter different prompts on the website you open but the general steps to borrow an eBook from a public library are listed below:

			1. Open the public library website.

			2. Tap the link to download ebooks.

			3. Browse different categories and genres.

			4. Choose an eBook.

			5. Select the EPUB electronic format.

			6. Add the book to a shopping cart (Add to Cart) or request to be placed on a waiting list (Add to Waiting List or Place a Hold). When you add the book to the shopping cart, the detail page opens and provides information on the electronic format and maximum lending period (typically 14 days). Some sites allow users to select a shorter lending period and some sites also include the total number of people waiting for the book. 

			7. Proceed to checkout and log in with your library card number or other unique identifier. 

			[image: note_icon.jpg] Most sites allow users to browse or add items to a cart without signing in, but you must enter your library card number or a unique identifier assigned by the library for verification when you proceed to checkout.

			8. Confirm your checkout to open the corresponding download page.

			9. Download the book to the following file path on your computer (C:\Users\<your user name>\Documents\My Digital Editions).

			10. Connect your device to your computer via USB cable.

			11. When the “USB Connected...” screen opens, tap Turn on USB storage.

			12. Open Adobe Digital Editions on your PC. You must have Adobe Digital Editions (ADE) loaded to access your book. If you have not yet loaded the software on your computer, refer to the “Register and Download Software” section for instructions.

			13. If you have not yet authorized your device with ADE, the Device Setup Assistant opens. Refer to the “Authorize the Device with ADE” section.

			14. Once your device is authorized, your book should be displayed in the main area of the Adobe Digital Editions library screen.

			15. Select the book and drag it to the PD_Universe folder in the panel on the left. The PD_Universe folder should appear right after the device is authorized.

			16. On your device, tap Turn off USB storage and wait for the Android™ icon to change color [image: arrow.jpg] disconnect the USB cable.

			17. Press [image: hard button home.jpg] to display the device Home page [image: arrow.jpg] tap [image: NOOK Icon.png] to open the Barnes & Noble application and select the My Library tab. Your borrowed book is displayed on the bookshelf and “Borrowed” is printed on the cover.

			18. Tap the book cover to open it.
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			Use the web browser to ‘surf the web’ and visit your favorite websites.

			[image: note_icon.jpg] The Browser feature requires a connection to a Wi-Fi network. If you have not set up your Wi-Fi network, do so now using the instructions in the “Wi-Fi Network Setup” section.

			1. Tap in the search bar entry field [image: arrow.jpg] enter your desired search text.

			Go to a Different Web Page

			To go to a different web page, tap in the URL address entry field at the top of the screen and enter the desired page address [image: arrow.jpg] tap Go.

			[image: note_icon.jpg] As you enter the website address, matching websites appear allowing you to simply tap on the correct listing when it appears without entering the complete address.

			Instant Search Function

			The browser’s “Instant Search” function allows you to select text on a web page and perform a quick search without having to manually “type” any text in the Search field of the search engine.

			1. Tap [image: wifi_globe_green.png] to launch the browser. The first time you open the browser (and once every three days thereafter for the first month), an INSTANT SEARCH pop-up appears with a brief description of the Instant Search function.

			2. Tap Close to close the pop-up window and display the eReadingSource home page.

			3. Enter a website address in the URL field or tap [image: bookmark_icon_OFF.png] to display your bookmarks [image: arrow.jpg] tap a bookmarked webpage.

			4. On the webpage, touch & hold on a single text word. Be sure the text is not part of a link or a graphic. 

			5. The word is highlighted with a beginning marker [image: instant_search_tab_left.jpg] and an ending marker [image: instant_search_tab_right.jpg] and a Search / Copy popup is displayed. 

			6. To search on a phrase, finger-slide the markers to extend the highlight to the right or left.

			[image: note_icon.jpg] If you accidentally tap the highlighted text a second time, the selection is deactivated and you must select the word(s) again to redisplay the Search and Copy options.

			7. Tap Search to search on the selected text or tap Copy to copy the text to the clipboard.

			8. One of the following occurs:

			• If you tapped Search, the search.eReadingSource.com search engine opens with the selected text string automatically entered into the Search field, and the search results are displayed.

			• If you tapped Copy, the pop-up copies the selected text string onto the clipboard so you can paste it into an entry field (for example, any text entry field in a given application or a Search field). To paste, touch & hold in the text entry field to display a pop-up menu [image: arrow.jpg] tap Paste.

			[image: note_icon.jpg] The Instant Search function only recognizes “actual” text on a page that is not part of a graphic. If the pop-up and tabs do not appear when you touch & hold on a word, the word may be part of a graphic rather than “actual” text.

			[image: note_icon.jpg] You can search on one text string at a time. Tap anywhere in the screen to clear the previous selection before attempting to select a different text string.

			Zoom Web Pages

			To Zoom a web page in and out, double-tap on the screen, use the “Pinch-Screen zoom” method, or use the zoom buttons [image: zoom_button.png] that appear when you touch & slightly slide on the screen. (Not all websites support “Pinch-Screen zoom”.)

			Browser Function Menu

			In an open browser window, press [image: hard button menu.jpg] to display the Browser Function Menu.
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			You can have up to 8 browser windows open at a time.

			In an open browser window, press [image: hard button menu.jpg] [image: arrow.jpg] New Window.

			A new browser window opens to the default Home page.
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			You can bookmark the currently displayed web page, access the list of all bookmarks, and manage bookmarks.

			Bookmark a Web Page

			1. In an open browser window, tap [image: bookmark_icon_OFF.png] in upper right corner or press [image: hard button menu.jpg] [image: arrow.jpg] tap Bookmarks.

			3. If you want to rename the bookmark, tap in the Name field and enter the desired name.

			2. In the Bookmarks window, tap on the desired web page. The browser displays the selected web page.

			Manage Bookmarks

			1. In an open browser window, tap [image: bookmark_icon_OFF.png] in upper right corner or press [image: hard button menu.jpg] [image: arrow.jpg] tap Bookmarks.

			2. In the Bookmarks window, touch & hold on a bookmark to display a Bookmark options menu.

			Open Bookmarked page

			1. To open web page in same browser window, tap Open.

			2. To open web page in new browser window, tap Open in new window.

			Edit Bookmark

			ADOBE DIGITAL EDITIONS

			Q: Does the device support Adobe books?

			A: Yes. You can transfer Adobe and other media to the device using the free Adobe Digital Editions (ADE) software to transfer them to the device.

			Q: What are the system requirements for ADE?

			A: ADE is supported on Windows and MAC computers. The system requirements can be found on the Adobe website: www.adobe.com/products/digitaleditions/systemreqs/

			Q: Does the device support ADE eBooks which are DRM-protected?

			A: Yes, as long as the eBook is in .epub or .pdf format.

			Q: Does the device support eBooks borrowed from a public library? 

			A: Yes. Download the books to your computer and then use the free Adobe Digital Editions (ADE) software to transfer them to the device.

			ANDROID™

			Q: What Android™ OS version is on the device?

			A: 2.3

			Q: What Android™ apps are compatible with the device?

			A: Apps which are compatible with Android™ OS 2.3. However, as of the writing of this document, many third party Android™ apps have been designed for smart phones, so even though they are compatible with OS 2.3, all functions may not be available on the device.

			Q: How do I install Android™ apps on the device?

			A: Use the included AppInstaller or ES File Explorer applications. You can also download & install apps directly from websites.

			Q: When trying to install Android™ apps, why do I get “Install blocked” message?

			A: Be sure the “Unknown sources” option is turned on under Settings > Applications > Unknown sources.

			APPINSTALLER

			Q: Can I use the AppInstaller to install all Android™ apps?

			A: The AppInstaller may not recognize some apps. If this case, try using the ES File Explorer application to install the apps.

			BARNES & NOBLE APPLICATION

			Q: Do I need an account with Barnes & Noble to download from their site?

			A: You need an account and free or purchased media in your Barnes & Noble online library before you can download to the device.

			Q: How do I sign into my Barnes & Noble account on the device?

			A: The first time you tap the B&N Bookstore or B&N Library tabs, you are prompted for your Barnes & Noble login information.

			Q: Can I sign in with multiple Barnes & Noble accounts to download to my device?

			A: Yes, however you can only be signed into one account at a time and only the media downloaded from the current account is displayed in My Library. If you sign out of an account, the downloaded media is removed from My Library.

			Q: How do I purchase media from Barnes & Noble?

			A: In the B&N Bookstore, scroll through the media listings and tap on the Buy Now button on the desired media.

			Q: How do I download media to the device after I purchase them from Barnes & Noble?

			A: After purchasing the media, you are prompted to download immediately or later. If you don’t download immediately, at any later time you can go into the B&N Library and tap on the media’s Download button. 

			Q: How do I add media to My Library?

			A: You can download media during the Barnes & Noble purchase process, from the B&N Library, import media from your SD card, or copy media files from your computer (see the “Connect to Computer” section). All media files must reside in the \ebooks folder in the device.

			Q: Can I create personal bookshelves for organizing my media?

			A: Yes. Refer to the “My Library > Bookshelves” section.

			Q: How does the Lend/Return Books feature work?

			A: You can lend or borrow Barnes & Noble “lendable” eBooks to/from other Barnes & Noble users. Barnes & Noble determines which books are “lendable”

			Q: Can I loan or borrow books from other brands of eReaders, such as a Nook?

			A: Yes.

			Q: How long can I lend or keep a borrowed book?

			A: 14 days, at which time they are automatically returned to the lender if they have not already been returned.

			Q: Can I view media files in either vertical or horizontal orientation?

			A: Yes, to automatically switch viewing orientation, simply turn the device while viewing.

			Q: Does the Reader have a built-in Dictionary?

			A: Yes. On a page, touch & hold on the word you want to look up [image: arrow.jpg] tap [image: dictionary_icon.png].

			Q: Can I read books stored on my SD card?

			A: Yes. Be sure to save the book files in a \eBooks folder on your SD card, otherwise they won’t be displayed in My Library.

			BASIC FUNCTIONALITY

			Q: Do I have to charge the battery before use?

			A: For a full charge (100%), you should charge the battery for 5 to 6 hours. You can use the device while it’s charging. You can also charge the device using the USB cable plugged into a powered on computer or USB power adapter.

			Q: My unit seems to be frozen and is unresponsive. What do I do?

			A: Reset the device by sliding and holding the power button for 6 seconds.

			Q: I have attempted to perform a firmware update but it consistently fails.

			A: If the device has a low battery charge, you may not be able to perform a successful update. Connect the device to the AC adapter (or USB cable plugged into a powered on computer) and then try again.

			Q: What causes the device to run slow?

			A: The internal data or media storage may be getting too full. The following options could improve the device speed:
a) Move some installed Android™ apps to a SD card and run them from the card rather than the internal data storage (see “Move Installed Android™ Apps to SD Card” section).
b) Manually stop application services through Settings > Applications > Running services.
c) Uninstall apps you’re no longer using through Settings > Applications > Manage applications.
d) Store your photo/video/music files on a SD card rather than in the internal media storage.

			Q: The performance of my device seems to be affected by the memory being full. How can I help avoid the memory getting full?

			A: a) When you EXIT an application and return to the Home screen, it is recommended that you use the BACK button [image: hard button back.jpg] rather than the HOME button [image: hard button home.jpg]. Otherwise, applications continue to run in the background using memory space which may affect the device performance if the memory gets too full.
b) You can also manually stop application services through Settings > Applications > Running services.
c) Turning Wi-Fi off when you don’t need to be connected to a Wi-Fi network also helps preserve memory space.
d) Uninstall apps you’re no longer using through Settings > Applications > Manage applications.

			Q: Why doesn’t the device read my SD card?

			A: If you format a SD card using a Macintosh computer, you must use the FAT32 option when formatting the card, otherwise the device will not read it.

			Q: Why doesn’t the device mount the SD card when I insert it?

			A: Sometimes it takes a few seconds for the device to mount the SD card. If the device doesn’t recognize it after you’ve waited 30 seconds, try the following:
a) remove and re-insert the card slowly
b) reboot the device

			Q: Why do I see references to “phone” in some of the setup screens and various pop-up messages?

			A: This is a result of the Android™ OS framework and should be ignored as it does not affect the intended operation of the device.

			Q: What does Adobe Flash Player 10.2 support provide?

			A: Adobe Flash Player 10.2 is the newest runtime release of the Adobe Open Screen Project that enables uncompromised Web browsing of expressive applications. Adobe Flash is utilized by many websites to provide viewers with enhanced interactive content, including videos and games. This is referred to as the “Full” web experience.

			Q: What performance can I expect from the Adobe Flash Player 10.2 support?

			A: There are many variables when it comes to the performance you may experience at a given website, including:
a)Website performance & limiters (how a website has been programmed to use the latest Adobe Flash enhancements and whether the site is a mobile or full site)
b) Broadband speed (your Wi-Fi router speed for Internet connection)
c) Device state (number of apps running, open media files, etc.). The maximum performance for viewing videos or playing games is achieved with a fresh device boot up and no other apps running.

			Q: Can I make voice and video calls using my Pandigital Planet?

			A: Yes. The built-in front camera and microphone are configured for making voice and video calls. As with many Android™ apps, finding the correct version which incorporates the proper support for your device and software version can take some trial and error.
You can use Skype, the most popular videoconferencing app, to make free Skype-to-Skype voice & video calls, instant message (IM), and other services. (Calls to landline and mobile phones, and other advanced features may require a Skype plan: see www.skype.com. 
Search the web for the Skype app version 2.1.0.47 and download it from one of the many sites that offer it. (As of the writing of this document, version 2.1.0.47 is the known version that works on the Nova device.)

			Q: Do I have to configure my device or the Skype app to be able to make video calls?

			A: To make video calls, you must enable the video calling feature within Skype’s settings.

2. Tap Settings.

			Q: Can I have multiple browser windows open at the same time?

			A: Yes, up to 8 windows. See the “Browser” section for instructions.

			Q: Can I change browser settings?

			A: Yes. There are multiple settings you can set as desired, including privacy & security options. See the “Browser” section for instructions.

			Q: Can I bookmark web pages?

			A: Yes. Use the browser Bookmarks function.

			Q: Is there a shortcut for performing searches?

			A: Yes. Press & hold on a word to activate the Instant Search function. Use the markers to extend the word to a phrase, if desired, then tap Search.

			Q: Why does the Calendar application open to the Exchange email setup screen?

			A: The calendar application is linked to an Exchange email account, therefore you must set up at least one Exchange email account to activate the Calendar.

			A: Contact your email host or IT department and ask if they can provide the Exchange server settings. If not, you can set up an Exchange account using Google Gmail.

			Q: How do I set up additional Exchange accounts?

			A: The initial Exchange account can be set up in the Calendar application, but subsequent accounts must be set up in the Email application.

			Q: I set up an email account but I still can’t access the calendar.

			A: If you set up an account that is not Exchange-compatible, the server verification will fail and the calendar will not open. If you are sure the Exchange settings are correct but you set up the account in the email application, you may need to re-enter them in the Calendar application if the setup screen opens.

			Q: I set up the Exchange account in the Email application and my account is enabled, but I don’t see my events on the calendar.

			A: In the Calendar application, press [image: hard button menu.jpg] [image: arrow.jpg] tap More [image: arrow.jpg] Calendars. Verify that the [image: ic_menu_refresh.png] and [image: calendar_visible.png] icons are enabled for each account with calendar events that should be displayed.

			Q: I have set up my work email as my Exchange account but my calendar and email do not refresh when I’m away from the office.

			A: Your company IT department may not allow remote access to the Exchange server because of security constraints.

			Q: Can I add or edit calendar events?

			A: Yes. Refer to Add Event in the “Calendar” section.

			Q: Can I link to multiple Exchange accounts and then view all scheduled events combined?

			A: Yes. The Calendar application consolidates calendar entries for Exchange accounts that are configured in the account settings to synchronize and be visible. Press [image: hard button menu.jpg] [image: arrow.jpg] [image: ic_menu_more.png] [image: arrow.jpg] Calendars and verify that each account is “synced” and “visible”.

			Q: How do I get notified of scheduled events?

			A: You can set up notification alerts in the status bar or as a pop-up screen for each event.

			Q: Why do I have to be connected to Wi-Fi in order to view the calendar?

			A: Exchange accounts are typically maintained on network servers and require a wireless or local area network (LAN) connection. The device supports wireless connections only.

			Q: Can I set recurring events?

			A: Yes. In the Calendar application, touch & hold on the applicable date [image: arrow.jpg] tap New event. Tap in the Repetition field at the bottom of the screen [image: arrow.jpg] tap the appropriate repetition interval.

			CAMERA / VIDEO RECORDER

			Q: How do I switch between camera and video player?

			A: Slide the button from camera mode [image: camera_indicator_icon.png] to video mode [image: video_indicator_icon.png].

			A: Use either the Gallery application or the Video Player application.

			Q: How do I connect my device with my computer?

			A: Use the USB cable included with the device, or any standard USB cable (see the “Connect to Computer” section).

			EMAIL

			Q: Can I use any of my personal email addresses to send/receive email?

			A: The device supports POP3, IMAP and EXCHANGE accounts. Some free email accounts are not supported on mobile devices. Check with your email provider to see if your account is supported.

			Q: While setting up my email account, a screen opens with POP3, IMAP, and EXCHANGE options. Which one should I select?

			A: Check with your provider to determine your account type. POP3 and IMAP protocols support email only; With POP3, you cannot access “read” messages from more than one computer, but IMAP downloads all email to a server so you can check all email (“read” and “unread”) from multiple locations. If your POP3 account can be used as an Exchange account (i.e., Gmail), we recommend setting it up as an Exchange account option as it supports additional functionality such as the Calendar.
